L1 How to find a program to quit smoking

Things to do at each visit:

[ Go over your blood glucose readings

L] Find out your Alc level

L] Get your feet checked

L] Get your weight and blood pressure checked

Things to get at least once a year:

L] A flu shot

L] A dilated eye exam

L1 A foot exam (including check of circulation and
nerves)

L] A test to check your kidneys

[] Cholesterol and lipid tests
